AB1811 would protect both patients

and vendors from bogus arrests, which
continue to be reported despite passage

medical marijuana while criminalizing

NORML in a letter endorsing AB1811.
Among the useful items that would
no longer be illegal under AB1811:
- equipment for testing and
analyzing medical marijuana
- inhalation devices including
water pipes
« bongs and electric pipes
- cultivation equipment
« processing and packaging
equipment including scales and
balances, sifters
- containers and packages
- mixing bowls, spoons and other
equipment for preparing edibles
and extracts
Most of these items are presently sold
under the pretense that they are for
other uses like tobacco or growing toma-
toes. Under AB1811, vendors would be
free to inform customers about their
proper use, as well as to provide relevant
consumer information and health litera-
ture on medical marijuana.
